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Introduction:
The previous medical gas store was demolished without the Pharmacy Department’s knowledge or agreement. A smaller version was erected in its place. With an expansion of neurological services and the unknown capacity of the current area, a project was undertaken to assess the requirements of the clinical areas to assess if the new facility was suitable.
Aims and Objectives:
. Establish the following standards:
· Capacity of the new store

· Amount, type and size of cylinders currently available
· Service model used for replenishing stock

· Amount type and size of cylinders required to deal with a medical gas emergency.

· Minimum amount, type and size of gas cylinders required to meet clinical demands of the hospital.
Method:
Stakeholders were identified who would be able to provide input into answering the above standards. A prospective drug usage review (DUR) of gas cylinders ordered and used was undertaken over a three month period co-ordinated by the dispensary manager.
Conclusion:
Standards were established. The store has the capacity to accommodate cylinders needed to meet the clinical demands of the hospital.
